* Si l�oiseau se nourrit, quel est le taux de prise de nourriture ? 

Essayer de compter le nombre de proies que l�oiseau ingère en une minute 
(vous pouvez répéter l�opération plusieurs fois).

Dear all, 
I hope this email finds you well. 
I am writing this email to support a specific follow-up launched by the 
Tour du Valat (Jocelyn Champagnon, cc in this email) in collaboration with 
scientists from the Netherlands on the Spoonbills. As part of this 
follow-up, the spoonbills were banded and equipped with a transmitter 
(more details on page 
https://tourduvalat.org/en/actions/participatory-project-a-study-on-the-migratory-behaviour-of-
eurasian-spoonbills/ 
). 
If you ever see transmitter-equipped Spoonbills in the field, we would be 



very happy if you send us the following information: 
* Date, time, and location (name of site and GPS coordinates) 
* Was the bird alone or in a group? 

* Describe the bird�s behaviour: when foraging, in flight, and at 
rest. 
* What is the code on the PVC ring located on one of its legs? 
* Was the bird in good shape (a photo would be useful)? 
* If the bird is foraging, at what rate is it ingesting food? Try to 
count the number of prey the bird swallows in one minute (you can repeat 
this count several times).
